The depot pictured, built in 1855, replaced the original depot which was then
converted into a freight house.

It is a broad eave structure of Greek Revival style with board and batten siding.
After the Aurora to Chicago line was built, the original Aurora to West Chicago
line lost its importance.

In 1973 the station was relocated to its current location and became the Depot
Museum. A restored CB&Q waycar is positioned outside.
